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Farningham Parish Council met on Wednesdays 11th March and 8th April.  All our Councillors attended one or both meetings as did SDC Councillors Laurence Ball and Alan White. KCC Councillor Marc Logen presented written reports which are attached to the meeting Minutes. 

Condolences:
We offer our condolences to the family, friends and colleagues of PC Bradley Corke who tragically died as result of a traffic collision at the Button Street entrance to the A20 Farningham Hill in March. A second officer was injured when their marked vehicle collided with another vehicle during an emergency call-out. We send our best wishes to this officer and the driver of the other vehicle.

Household waste and recycling collections:
You will have received two food caddies from Sevenoaks District Council. These should be filled with food waste and the outdoor caddie left outside your property for weekly collection on your designated day. SDC will be delivering two wheelie bins to most properties in October and these are for your waste and recycling and will be emptied on alternate weeks. Councillors questioned SDC Cllrs Ball and White about the suitability of wheelie bins for terraced houses on our narrow pavements and were told officers were looking at this as well as the future of the green recycling sacks. The changes to the household collections were detailed in the latest InShape magazine and information is available from the Sevenoaks District Council website.
