Farningham Fort, 1948.

At a point 1450 metres north-west of Eynsford Castle and behind the western ridge of the Darent
valley are the almost complete remains of a very interesting military building constructed towards the
end of the 19th century. This building referred to as a "fort" is in fact one of a series of defended
storehouses erected during the period 1890-96 as part of an ambitious scheme for the defence of
London. The area is now fenced off at Pedham Place Golf Course and hidden under tree cover.
